Minutes of the Deptford Band Parents Association Meeting

November 28, 2011

Call to Order

The meeting was called to Order by President Jenn Grabbe at 7:40 pm in the HS cafeteria after the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Approval of the Minutes from the October 24, 2011 Meeting 

Steve Richardson made a Motion to Approve, Seconded by Dorian English.
Treasurer’s Report

Donna Turner, Treasurer, reviewed the report ending November 28, 2011 to all members. Donna reported we started with $11,623.84. We had expenses this month totaling $4,726.01. Our actual working capital is $8,201.71. Total deposits are $19,038.10 plus $1,000. from the Millville parade that was just received today. New Balance is $16,980.03. We are still expecting income in the amount of $6,127.10. We plan to make payments to Mike Armstrong to reduce our debt. The goal is to pay Mike back by the end of this school year. A question about why he has not already been paid was raised. The answer is that Mike would prefer that his staff be paid first and they will be paid after the last parade as well as he did not wish to leave us cash poor and he wanted our other debts paid before him.

Colleen Kennedy made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report, seconded by Geri Richardson.

Band Director’s Report

Director Mike Armstrong was unable to attend due to auditions. Ted Clow read his report to the group.

Indoor show. (Brings a lot of cash, $3000 last year.) We are looking at a weekend to do the indoor show. The possible dates are as follows:

Saturday March 10th. - The Jazz band Trip is this weekend. We may have to use this date for a show. Would it still be possible to do so with the jazz band up in Boston? (DBPA feels they could handle this even though at least 7 members will be on this trip.)
Saturday March 24th - Not sure if this would be approved or not due to the middle school musical being the same day. It may be too much to do that day. (Problematic for parking, times and space.)
Saturday April 14th - Not sure if there are any approval options for this. Only 2 weeks before Chapters.

I need to know what date now and I must have a check out in the mail by Tuesday night in order to get the date submitted.

2. Chapter's show here. We have a strong possibility of hosting indoor chapters here on Sunday the 29th of April. The only issue with that is it is States weekend for Jazz Ensemble (Saturday Night) and it may possibly be the Gala performance for the Wind Ensemble that Sunday. Will it be logistically able to host it? We would make good money if we did. (Discussion about this leans towards the fact that we, the DBPA could do this.)


3. We have Practice tomorrow at 6:00pm. If it is good within an hour or so then we will leave way earlier than 9. If it is not good, we will stay till 9.
Also, we have 2 parades on Saturday. Times will be forthcoming. (Estimated drop off may be between 8 and 8:30 am.)

4. Notes and attendance. Many people have gotten into the habit of e-mailing me or calling me the day of a rehearsal or a parade, or even 2 or 3 days before to let me know that their child will not be able to make that event. This goes against the 2 week policy as well as the "courtesy" of handing in a note. Please be aware that most of these absences that occur like this are recorded as Unexcused and may cause your child to not receive a patch or "award" for marching band. I would appreciate it if you would please stick to the two week policy as well as informing me of what is going on. 

5. Please advise your students that they are NOT allowed to leave in their cars, or to take anyone in their cars to get food when we have time during rehearsals to do so. It is a huge liability to the school, and if something should happen, there would be many legal issues that we would have to deal with. We have had several students abuse their use of the car without asking me to go out. This puts me and the rest of the staff in a bad position.
